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The edited volume is related with the homonymous exhibi-
tion, displayed at the Cast Museum of the Aristotle University
of Thessaloniki and dedicated to the Gilliéron artists work-
shop, which was originally established in Athens. Hitherto
unknown or unseen documents bearing evidence to the de-
velopment of Archaeology in the late nineteenth and early
twentieth centuries are presented for the first time in Greece
in dialogue between the University’s Cast Museum's collec-
tion and the “Gilliéron Archives” Project of the French School
at Athens.

The book that accompanies the exhibition honors the dy-
namic partnership between the French School at Athens
and the Aristotle University; it focuses on the potential for
reinterpretation that archival documents have when juxta-
posed to established archaeological collections and the “bi-
ographies of objects” The Gilliéron Archives, along with the
Gilliéron family archive and other archives within the
“Gilliéron network”, which includes museums and research
centers around the world, provide the opportunity of en-
riching the stories of the founding, acquisition, and devel-
opment of the respective collections.

The exhibition focuses on milestones from the Gilliéron
artists’ life and complex ceuvre, with a particular emphasis
on their travels and work in northern Greece, as well as the
archaelogical and historical backdrop of their time (1875-
1939). Archaelogy, Art History, Modern History, and Digital
Applications are discussed, with a focus on hitherto unknown
aspects of the archaeological discipline in modern Greece.
Along with the museum’s copies and casts, selected unpub-
lished documents from the Gilliéron Collection and Archives
are shown, emphasizing the exhibits’ value for the educa-
tional process and multidisciplinary study.
